There have been entries from the USA, Jordan, Belgium, West Germany,
Ireland, Sweden, South Africa, The Netherlands, France, Singapore,
Switzerland, Denmark, Hong Kong, Kenya, Norway, New Zealand, Spain,
Canada, the Channel Islands and Finland. The biggest overseas
entry to date - in excess of 700 - has been from the USA.

"We have passed our original limit", says race director Chris Brasher,

"even before we have sent out the official entry forms. This was

All applicants will receive an official entry form on the same
day in mid-January. Thereafter, it will be on a first come,

first served basis.

The only runners certain of their places will be a number of specially
invited stars. The standard for these top Marathon runners will
probably be around 2 hours 15 minutes (men) and 2 hours 51 minutes

(women) .
